Daarin vindt hij het voedsel voor. zijn uitzonderlijke
gaven voor mystiek en muziek en kan hij zich op cultureel
%ebled ontwikkelen. De grootvader van de %onge Inayat

Inayat ontmoet soefi’s,
ontwikkelde mensen, die een ascetisch leven leiden. Hij sluit
zich bij hen aan en besluit blf_,een moersjid in de leer te” gaan.
De leraar ziet de grote geestelijke gaven van Inayat, helpt hem
bij zijn verdere geestelijke ontwikkeling en draagt hem in 1910
op naar het Westen te gaan en daar de nieuwe boodschap van
liefde, harmonie en schoonheid te verbreiden.

Stad en land reist Inayat in Amerika af, geeft er concerten
en lezingen, onderricht leerlingen, die weer gesi)reksgroe en
vormen.

Soefi stelt
zich het verwezenlijken en verspreiden van de Wetenschaip van
de_eenheid ten doel. Tevens van de godsdienst van liefde en
WlLSheld, zodat de verscheidenheid aan_ godsdiensten vanzelf
]%p oudt. Opdat het menselijk hart van liefde zal overvloeien.

n haat veroorzaakt door verschil en onderscheid wordt uitge-
roeid. Een andere doelstelling is het ontdekken van Het Licht
en sluimerende vermogens in de mens. Van het geheim van
de godsdienst.

De ster in het
hart van de wassende maan stelt de goddelijke vonk voor, die
in het menselijke hart als Liefde wordt weerspiegeld en die de
wassende maan helpt om vol te worden, “Waarlijk het hart, dat
het goddelijk Licht ontvangt, is bevrijd”.

Ramp creates power as cars pass

A road ramp that uses passing cars to generate power has been developed.
Dorset inventor Peter Hughes’ Electro-Kinetic Road Ramp creates around
10kW of power each time a car drives over its metal plates.

More than 200 local authorities had expressed an interest in ordering the
£25,000 ramps to power their traffic lights and road signs, Mr Hughes said.
Around 300 jobs are due to be created in Somerset for a production run of
2,000 ramps next year.

Plates in the ramp move up and down as vehicles pass over them, driving a
generator. “The ramp is silent, comfortable and safe for vehicles,” Mr Hughes
said. Depending on the weight of the vehicle passing overhead, between five
and 50kW can be generated.

The prototype was created and tested at Hughes Research unit at the Westland
Helicopter base in Somerset, at a cost of £1m.

The concept has been developed by Dorset-based Mr Hughes over the past
12 years. He recently approached councils across the country with the final
patented project.

Preliminary Conclusions

1. The Netherlands Antilles is at a crossroad. Curagao and St. Maarten will
adopt status aparte, while Bonaire, St. Eustatius and Saba will be integrating
more closely with the Netherlands. Greater self-determination provides

an opportunity to address social and economic problems in a more island
specific context. It comes with the responsibility to give the future countries
a clear direction, and implement a set of coherent policies that deliver higher
growth on a sustained basis, which is key to reducing unemployment and
alleviating poverty. A stable macroeconomic framework is essential, and
structural reforms are also needed to better exploit the potential for higher
growth and the opportunities offered by globalization. In the context of the
ongoing Round-Table discussions on the future relations within the Kingdom,
the Netherlands has offered support. Conditional on future fiscal discipline,
the Netherlands has committed itself to find a solution of the debt problem,
which the Antillean authorities see as the major obstacle to their economic
development. The Netherlands Antilles’ central and island governments on
their side have pledged to adopt responsible fiscal policies, including binding
budget rules, supported by improved transparency and strengthened fiscal
management. We call on all parties to display flexibility, discipline and speed
in the negotiations, as economic problems need urgent resolution.

2. The Antillean economy has barely grown in this decade and income per
head has declined. GDP growth is projected to accelerate to about 1'% percent
in 2006, led by domestic demand, while the negative contribution of net
exports becomes smaller. Private investment is expected to pick up, helped
by the extension of two airports and several hotel projects that will boost
construction activity. Private consumption should benefit from the reduction
in income taxes. Consumer price inflation should slow to below 3 percent, as
the impact of oil prices peters out. The economic outlook is, however, subject
to considerable risks, with uncertainties linked to break up of the federation,
sizeable fiscal problems, and tensions between major trade partners on the
downside, and the chances of bringing forward large investment projects on
the upside.

3. The pace of growth has been uneven among the islands. Following its
strong recovery from the post-September 11 decline in tourism, St. Maarten
is expected to stay on a healthy growth path, and is significantly expanding
its hotel capacity. Curacao’s growth has been anemic, though recent
developments in tourism, and the prospect of major investments, including
in the refinery, are encouraging. The agreement with the Netherlands on the
taxation of dividends is good news for Curagao’s offshore business and is
expected to slow its trend decline. However, high unemployment persists,
especially among the young, while poverty and crime rates have risen.

ARCO is pleased with the fact that PDB-leader Jopie Abraham
now wants to give the vote to foreigners living on Bonaire. ARCO
first launched this idea back in 1996 (ARKO magazine, 29 June
1996, Vol. 2, no. 5, in our archives). We were shouted down by
none other than the same Jopie Abraham and his PDB-party!
Although it is always nice to see that somebody finally sees the
light, Jopie Abraham’s credibility on this issue is zero, especially
since he launches the idea now, one month before election

day. Obviously Jopie Abraham hopes to win a few votes among
naturalised foreigners, who now have a Dutch passport and the
right to vote.

ARCO is well aware of UPB’s double-faced ‘support’ for foreigners
and we do not condone it. UPB pays lip-service to foreigners, but
in fact maintains a restrictive and inhumane immigration policy.
Immigrants and foreigners are not really much better off under the
present UPB government than they were under Jopie Abraham’s
PDB government. Maybe UPB-leaders are a bit more lenient, but
in practice there is not much difference. There is certainly no
difference of principle, despite the fact that the UPB defended the
foreigner’s right to vote during the 2004 referendum on principle.

Foreigners who have lived on Bonaire for at least 5 years do
deserve to get the right to vote. So do Bonaireans living abroad. In
1997 a case was presented to the Court to grant Antilleans living
abroad absentee voting right. Neither UPB, nor PDB supported
the idea. Again, no difference of principle between the two parties.
The Supreme Court ruled, however, that it was not competent to
order the Antillean government to introduce absentee voting right.
The Court abstained from expressing any opinion.

The only reason why ARCO advises readers to vote UPB this
time is that we believe that the UPB-party should be given the
chance to finish the job given to them by the people in the 2004
referendum. Jopie Abraham and the PDB-party are opposed to
the ‘direct link with Holland’ option which was backed by the
majority of Bonairean voters during the 2004 referendum. If Jopie
Abraham'’s party should win the election now, Ramonsito Booi’s
job to get a good deal from Holland will be made very difficult. We
should therefore all back Ramonsito Booi one more time.

Following January’s elections the above argument will be
vacuous. If by the end of 2006 Ramonsito Booi still has not
finalized the new constitutional deal with Holland, he should

be sent packing. But now in January it’s still too early. We urge
readers for this reason to vote UPB this time. This does not
mean, however, that ARCO is pro UPB. ARCO is and will remain
independent, but for this election we sincerely believe UPB is the
only reasonable choice.

El ex jefe militar, quien el pasado 22 de julio cumplio 84 afios de
edad, dice en una carta al director de El Nacional, Radhamés Gomez
Pepin, que la agresion contra el presidente Leonel Fernandez en Haiti
es una sefial que no debe pasarse por alto y resposanbilizo a sectores
nacionales de incentivar ese tipo de acciones.

Wessin y Wessin fue uno de los promotores del golpe de Estado contra
el profesor Juan Bosch en 1963.

Este martes, el secretario de las Fuerzas Armadas, almirante Sigfrido
Pared Pérez, dijo que las tropas dominicanas estan en alerta en la
frontera, después del incidente provocado por manifestantes cuando el
presidente Ferndndez visito el vecino pais.

El jefe militar atribuy6 las agresiones contra el mandatario a
Organizaciones No Gubernamentales subvencionadas por organismos
internacionales.

De otro lado, el Senado de la Republica aprobd anoche una resolucion
en la que califico de “ofensivos e injustos” los hechos contra el
presidente Ferndndez.

(BBC Internet, 19 December 2005)

A leftist candidate from one of Bolivia’s Indian peoples who wants to
legalise coca-growing has claimed victory in the presidential election.

“We have won,” Evo Morales told thousands of cheering supporters as

some exit polls suggested he had passed the 50% barrier for outright victory.
Earlier exit polls gave him 42% to 45% of the vote - still far ahead of former
President Jorge Quiroga.

Mr Quiroga has admitted defeat and offered Mr Morales his congratulations.
As well as a president, Bolivia elected a new parliament, or Congress, and
regional governors on Sunday. Under Bolivian election rules, if no candidate
polls 50% of the vote, the election does not go to a run-off but is decided by
Congress instead.

But the leftist candidate seems certain to be confirmed as Bolivia’s first
indigenous president, whether through the official result or when MPs gather
in several weeks’ time.

‘Finally in power’

Seconds after the first exit polls went out, celebrations
could be heard in El Alto, the town high in the moun-

tains around La Paz where support for Evo Morales is
strong.

In a speech, Mr Morales said: “We have won and now
we are going to change this country. All the majority
together. The people are finally in power.”

He said his political party, the Movement towards Socialism (Mas), would

never “extort” foreign investors. What many Bolivians had been dreading was

a close vote, leaving Congress the almost impossible decision of whom to
choose for president, the BBC’s Daniel Schweimler reports.

The third-place candidate, businessman Samuel Doria Medina, has already
said he will support in Congress whichever of the two front-runners receives
the most votes at the ballot boxes.
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It appears that Mr Morales, as well as surpassing expectations in his own
strongholds, did well in Jorge Quiroga’s home city, the business centre Santa
Cruz The television pictures tell the story, our correspondent says: long
faces in the Quiroga camp and wild celebrations among the Evo Morales’
supporters.

However, tens of thousands of people complained their names did not appear
on electoral registers and their complaints are being investigated.

Cocaine row

Bolivia, South America’s poorest state, has had five presidents in four years.
Mr Morales, a former coca leaf-grower and union leader, described himself
on election day as “the candidate of those despised in Bolivian history, the
candidate of the most disdained, discriminated against”.

Bolivia’s indigenous people, who make up more than half the population,
generally support the man who pledges to legalise the production of the coca
leaf - which has traditional uses - although not the cocaine manufactured from
it. He also promises to make foreign oil and gas investors pay what he says is
a fairer share to Bolivians.

Washington has said it expects any future Bolivian government to honour
previous commitments to fight the production of illegal drugs. Mr Morales, an
admirer of Fidel Castro, said on Sunday that he wanted ties with the US but
“not a relationship of submission”.

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Antilliaanse jongeren in Nederland

Inleiding

Criminaliteit is onder een deel van de zogeheten Antillianen in
Nederland, het Europese deel van het Koninkrijk der Nederlanden,
een ernstig probleem. Dit bleek tijdens de bijeenkomst van de Advies-
commissie Medeburgerschap Antillianen in Nederland welke werd
gehouden op 18 februari 2001 in Rotterdam. De commissie heeft
aangegeven “dat de vorming en impact van de criminaliteit onder
Antillianen in Nederland uiterst zorgwekkend is”.

In de jaren zeventig heb ik op Curacao gewoond waar ik diverse
opleidingen heb gevolgd en heb gewerkt met jongeren. Sinds dat ik
hier in 1991 ben komen wonen, ben ik, Augustin Stamper, mij onder
meer gaan bezighouden met de criminaliteitsproblematiek onder deze
groep. Sinds 1992 ben ik heel actief betrokken bij deze problematiek,
zoekende naar de kern hiervan.

Hierbij was mijn uitgangspunt een volwaardige leefsituatie voor onze
mensen uit het Caribisch deel van het Koninkrijk in Nederland. Een
volwaardige erkenning en deelname aan de samenleving voor onze
mensen uit het Caribisch deel van het Koninkrijk stonden bij al mijn
activiteiten en inspanningen centraal.

CARIBISCHE NEDERLANDER

Zo heb ik mij eerst met de status van onze mensen beziggehouden
en heb ik in september 1992 de term “Caribische Nederlanders”
als juridische onderbouwing van hun status binnen het Koninkrijk
geintroduceerd. Deze status is een wezenlijk fundament voor de
erkenning van onze mensen binnen de Nederlandse samenleving.

De status van Caribische Nederlander is een absolute noodzaak
om te voorkomen dat onze mensen gemarginaliseerd worden
binnen criminele circuits. Deze juridische term biedt houvast aan de
Nederlandse taal. Doordat wij gevoelsmensen zijn, bindt de term

‘Antilliaan’ ons overal in het Koninkrijk vast aan ons eigen Caribisch
taal(tje), het Papiaments. De Nederlandse taal is vele malen groter dan
ons Papiaments.

Deze status is van belang, omdat hij in deze ‘rationele samenleving’
direct in verband wordt gebracht met de juridische status en daarmee
de basis vormt voor de juridische erkenning als ‘gelijkwaardige
burgers’ binnen het Koninkrijk. Deze gelijkwaardigheid vormt de basis
voor het uitoefenen van staatsrechtelijke grond- en burgerrechten
binnen het Koninkrijk.

Daarom is de status van Antilliaan, zoals in 1954 naar aanleiding van
het Statuut van het Koninkrijk geformuleerd, een benaming die geen
recht doet aan het nationaliteitsrecht van onze mensen, alhoewel deze
met alle goede bedoelingen is geintroduceerd.

Deze benaming ‘Antilliaan’ zou staatsrechtelijk een ruimere betekenis
kunnen hebben. Namelijk er zouden ook andere eilanden in het
Caribisch gebied toe gerekend kunnen worden, zoals Haiti, Cuba,
Jamaica etc... Maar een Haitiaan die op Curacao woont, betitelen

wij niet als ‘Antilliaan’, maar we gaan uit van nationaliteit en noemen
hem om die reden een Haitiaan. De benaming Antilliaan is slechts een
geografische benaming die geen recht doet aan de ware nationaliteit
en juridische status binnen het Koninkrijk. Gebrek aan erkenning leidt
in de regel tot ongewenst gedrag.

Het zou mij geenszins bevreemden dat de aan onze mensen
toegeschreven status van Antilliaan alsmede, hieruit voortvloeiend, van
‘allochtoon’, een gevoel van miskenning tot gevolg heeft, een gevoel
niet volledig te behoren tot de samenleving waar men feitelijk wel deel
van uitmaakt. Vooral bij onze jongeren die vanuit de ‘onderklasse’

op Curacao naar Nederland komen, kan dit gevoel leiden tot een
identiteitscrisis. Het gevoel dat zij niet volwaardig meetellen, het gevoel
dat zij geen Nederlanders van nationaliteit zijn.

Oranje-gezind

Tijdens het bezoek van de Koningin bleek hoezeer onze mensen aan
hun Nederlanderschap hechten. De Koningin heeft blijkens een artikel
in het AD van 25-01-2001 verklaard dat “onze oranjeliefde heviger is
dan die van de Europese Nederlanders”.

De term Antilliaan biedt de sociaal zwakkeren ook geen mogelijkheid
zich te identificeren met hun eiland van afkomst. Er bestaat geen
Antilliaanse nationaliteit en vooral niet een Antilliaanse mentaliteit
waar b.v. problemen gerelateerd aan criminaliteit bij de kern binnen de
mentaliteit aangepakt dienen te worden.

ledere bevolkingsgroep op de Caribische eilanden van het Koninkrijk
der Nederlanden heeft een eigen eilandelijke mentaliteit, soms ook
plaatselijke mentaliteit (district) op ieder eiland. Nooit heeft men de
term Antilliaan geévalueerd conform de belangen die wij behoren te
hebben middels onze Nederlandse nationaliteit binnen het Koninkrijk.
De gevolgen zijn dramatisch te noemen. Antilliaanse Nederlanders
bestaan niet. In het Koninkrijk zijn wij nooit in het bezit geweest van
een dubbele nationaliteit.

Scientists are developing a “super-broccoli” which they hope will help
people ward off cancer.

Broccoli has anti-cancer properties but an Institute of Food Research study
has found some people’s genetic make-up may minimise the protection they
get. IFR scientists say creating broccoli containing more of the key chemical
- sulforaphane - may counter this effect. They hope it will be ready in three
years but recommend eating lots of different green vegetables until then.

Lead researcher Professor Richard Mithen said the key appeared to be a gene
called GSTM1, which about half the population don’t have. He said: “Some
individuals, who lack the gene, appear to get less cancer protection from
broccoli than those who have the gene. Our studies suggest that this may be
because, if you lack the gene, you cannot retain any sulforaphane inside your
body. It is all excreted within a few hours. However, if you consume larger
portions of broccoli, or broccoli with higher levels of sulforaphane, such as
the ‘super-broccoli’, you may be able to retain as much sulforaphane in your
body as those who have the gene. Eating larger portions may have additional
benefits, since broccoli is also a rich source of other vitamins and minerals.”

Healthy greens

Broccoli belongs to the crucifer family of
vegetables which includes cabbage, cauliflower and
Brussels sprouts. These vegetables contain high
levels of glucosinolates, which when eaten break
down to release isothiocyanates.

Balanced diet

Josephine Querido, of Cancer Research UK, said: “The research backs current
thinking that genetic differences may affect how we absorb nutrients from

our food. But only 16 people took part in Professor Mithen’s study and this is
too small a number from which to draw specific conclusions. We know that a
healthy balanced diet is an important factor in preventing cancer, especially
cancers of the digestive system. But when it comes to food, there is no one
particular ‘super’ fruit or vegetable that will protect you from cancer”.

“Experts have proven that the best way to reduce your risk of many cancers is
to eat a healthy balanced diet. This should include at least five portions a day
of a variety of fruit and vegetables”.

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'US border fence plan ‘shameful’

(BBC Internet 19 December 2005)

Mexican President Vicente Fox has described a US proposal to build a
fence along their 3,200km (2,000 miles) border as “shameful”.

He said the proposal - which Mexican officials have compared to the Berlin
Wall - was a “very bad signal” from a nation of immigrants. The US House of
Representatives passed an immigration bill last week, backing the building of
a 1,130-km fence.

About 10 million Mexicans are believed to live in the US, some 4m of them
illegally. More than a million are arrested every year as they try to enter

the US to seek work. The controversial bill - which the US Senate is due

to debate in February - also includes the use of troops and police to halt
migrants, and tighter employment controls.

“Changing needs”

Mexico has condemned the proposal saying it is too focused on securing the
border and does not acknowledge the “enormous contribution” that Mexican
workers make to the US economy. Speaking at an event for migrants in his
home state of Guanajuato, President Fox said: “This wall is shameful.”

“It’s not possible that in the 21st Century we’re
building walls between two nations that are
neighbours, between two nations that are brothers.”
“When we look at their roots, the immense majority
of [Americans] are migrants, migrants that have
arrived from all over the world,” he added.

to fence off other parts of

% the border in California,

P Arizona, New Mexico and

Hadrian’s wall, Scotland Texas. President George W
Bush has said that “border

security must adapt to the nation’s changing needs”.

ARCO comments

The list of walls between nations that have been built is a long one. The Ro-
mans built the ‘Hadrian Wall’ to ward off the obviously uncivilized (inferior)
Scots. Ancient China did the same thing to ward
off the ‘uncouth hordes’ threatening its security
(the so-called ‘Great Chinese Wall’, an archi-
tectural feat indeed). A wall was built in Berlin

to ward off Communists (and from their side to
make sure they wouldn’t escape to the free West).
Israel is building a wall right now in the occupied
West Bank, which has been condemned by the
International Court of Justice (ICJ; see its ruling
of 9 July 2004; this can be found by surfing to
‘UNISPAL’ and typing in the required data).

Walls can bring temporary relief, but they all

L tumble sooner or later. There is already a wall (or
p fence) in place between the U.S. and Mexico, but
e 2 ! it does not yet stretch all the way from the Pacific
S to the Atlantic. This wall (like all walls before it)
(West Bank Wall)

is a physical symbol of injustice, of apartheid,
of discrimination. ARCO agrees that the fault is not only on the side of the
U.S. If there was less corruption in Mexico, there would be less poverty and,
therefore, less need for people to migrate. On the other hand, the individual
migrant can hardly solve this problem himself. Therefore he tries to migrate
to a country which is better organized. This in itself is completely legitimate.
It is even an individual’s duty to his family to try and improve his economic
situation. This is part of the ‘pursuit of happiness’, which is sacred to Ameri-
cans. ARCO, therefore, foresees marches on this new US/Mexican wall until

it will be dismantled. In any case, yet another
wall will not solve America’s immigration
problem.

Is the wall (or fence) ‘shameful’, as President
Fox of Mexico claims? Yes, it is shameful,
as Bonaire’s immigration policy is shameful,
as the widespread corruption in Mexico is
shameful. But Bonaire cannot solve the in-
ternational immigration problem on its own.
And neither can the U.S. It is an internation-
al problem and can only be solved interna-
tionally. And the international community
cannot let these problems remain unsolved
for ever.

(US-Mexico border-fence)

The present international migration sitation is inhumane and is screaming for
a solution. And if it is not solved, it will back-fire, sooner or later. As all (so-
cial) injustice does. We reap as we sow. After 9/11 the U.S. has recognized that
grave injustices in other countries eventually pose a threat to the U.S. itself. So
it is in its own self-interest not to sit idly by while atrocities are being com-
mitted internationally. Although we would much rather have heard President
Bush say that selidarity had moved him to act (instead of self-interest), at least
the U.S. has now understood that something must be
done. It’s a start.

And so there is hope that the problem (and danger)
posed by the unfair distribution of wealth will also
be tackled. And by doing so the problem of inter-
national migration will solve itself. For when the
economic reason for migration is taken away, it will
automatically drop to sustainable levels. That would
be a victory for liberty, because people would be free
to establish themelves where they will. As God has
ordained, we would be inclined to add.

So the key to this problem is international economic
development. This cannot take place, unless certain
changes are introduced both in the West and in the
so-called ‘developing world’. The developing world
must face and clean up its corrupt system of economics and politics. Some
internal redistribution of wealth in developing countries themselves would
also help. We cannot go into more details here, but it is obvious that acceler-
ated economic development (like China at the moment, for instance) is the key
to solving the international migration problem.

So what can Bonaire in the meantime do? Not much. Raise its voice whenever
there is an opportunity. Locally we can only treat foreigners with respect and
stop all forms of discrimination against them. Bonaire must realize that if it
wants to make use of what foreigners can bring to the island (i.e. pensions and
investments as in Sabadeco; and /abor from immigrant construction, farm and
hotel workers etc.), it must respect the fact that these people are human. They
have wives and children, they have
parents who may need their person-
al help and care when they are old
etc.. You cannot allow the investors
and workers in, but keep their fami-
lies out. If you do, you are pursuing
an inhumane policy. To make sure
that everybody understands what we
g are saying here, we will rephrase it:
if you keep their families out, you
are pursuing an gnti-Christian
policy. ARCO favours and promotes
all religions and will speak out against any anti-religious policy pursued by
our government. We will in future publish actual instances of the anti-religious
immigration policies and practices pursued by our government.

The only justifiable immigration policy which Bonaire (and the Netherlands
Antilles till July 2007) can pursue is to not allow too many foreigners in. But
the ones you do allow in (for work or investment) have families. You can’t
allow the workers in and keep their families out. ARCO urges our government
to mend its immigration policies and practices.
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If you can keep your head when all about you
Are losing theirs and blaming it on you,

If you can trust yourself when all men doubt you
But make allowance for their doubting too,

If you can wait and not be tired by waiting,

Or being lied about, don’t deal in lies,

Or being hated, don’t give way to hating,

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"AND RELIGION

(BBC Internet, 2 December 2005)

The world today is dominated by science, but faith has not withered away.
Robert Winston, respected scientist and committed Jew, examines the
relationship between science and religion.

If you look carefully, you might see one of those slim, elongated boxes
attached to the front doorpost of one of the houses near you. They appear on
houses across the world - wherever Jews have lived. The box contains a tightly
rolled parchment on which a qualified scribe will have written Hebrew letters
in special ink. The text contains a commandment from Deuteronomy to attach
a sign to all doorposts of your house. It starts with an affirmation, central to
Jewish faith, of the existence of a single God.

The little box is called a mezuzah in Hebrew. My house bears such a box,
and when I leave home on a workday morning, my head crammed with the
usual worldly thoughts and worries, I occasionally touch it. Simultaneously,
as I am closing my front door, an elderly merchant in Tashkent, some 4,500
miles from where I live, escapes the noon heat. Wearing a white lace cap, he
stretches an old, small woollen carpet on the floor in his warehouse. He slips
off his sandals and prepares to recite Zuhr, the midday prayers.

Baby-making

At the same time, some 4,000 miles away in Phnom Penh, Cambodia, a young
woman carefully lays out some tropical fruits and flowers on a burnished
metal platter. She lights some incense sticks at a small brightly coloured box

- a box that to our western eyes resembles the top of a clean bird table. She
bows briefly, then stands up for a second. She bows once more.

Like me and the merchant, she has, for a few brief moments, given her
mind and her body over to something that was not physically present. These
examples of ritualised behaviour or prayer are repeated many times over in
many places and in nearly all human cultures.

I am a medical scientist, who has spent his career fascinated with one of our
more basic human instincts: the compulsion to reproduce. For some of my
scientific colleagues, humans are mere expressions of an intricate genetic
programme which creates that drive to have babies. For some scientists, this
belief - and I deliberately call it that - has some consolations of religion. It
attempts to make sense of every corner of existence and of our place within all
that exists.

Scientists tend to build a reputation on refuting the theories of those who
have gone before. Yet, whatever we hypothesize, observe, measure or record
about the natural world, it leaves more unanswered questions. Though a very
superficial view might argue the contrary, science does not give us certainty
about ourselves or our origin. Some ideas endured and the most enduring is
the idea of a supernatural dimension to our existence. I call it the “Divine
Idea”.

For some people, the very fact that the “idea of God” has survived is proof
enough of God’s reality. But it is a simplistic theory; things survive for all
sorts of random reasons. But in any case, this is not an enquiry into the
existence of God. My purpose is to tell the story of an idea, how humans
approach that idea and how that idea has shaped human life.

It does not matter whether you believe there lurks a real God or gods behind
the idea. The idea is real and, as a scientist who studies “real things”, I believe
it deserves to be examined.

Jacob’s story

In the book of Genesis there is an extraordinary, puzzling episode involving
Jacob and a silent man who he wrestles all night. The man leaves before
dawn so that Jacob never actually sees his face. Many English translations
of the Bible call Jacob’s antagonist an angel. Some Jewish sources argue he
is Jacob’s guardian Angel or saviour. Other suggest it is himself, his own
conscience. But perhaps it is God.

Whatever the meaning of Jacob’s story, it gives a powerful image for the

impulse underlying what [ am saying. Virtually all of us at one time or another
have wrestled with God. I think humans have always wrestled with the Divine
Idea - an idea that unites and separates, creates and destroys, consoles and
terrifies. Throughout human history, it is an idea that seems sometimes to have
caused whole populations to rise up and slaughter one another.

It is also a kind of bond, a mode of human expression that links me, a Jew, to
the merchant in Tashkent and the woman in Cambodia. All paths to the divine
involve a wrestling match. Wherever God is considered, there are radically
conflicting ideas. Spirituality on its own could not have been sufficient for
human consciousness: we need to formalise our beliefs, to give them structure,
to arrive at a framework for the rules of living.

Religion has endured since the dawn of human consciousness precisely
because it encompasses so much of being human. No idea has endured so
long, gathered up so many disparate needs and wants and feelings, and
inspired so many different paths towards understanding it.

In some ways, the wrestling match is typified by the apparent conflict between
God and science. This dispute is largely vacuous. They are both essentially
two different ways of looking at the natural world, though each gives an
important insight into the other.

But we must not confuse religion with God, or technology with science.
Religion stands in relationship to God as technology does in relation to
science. Both the conduct of religion and the pursuit of technology are capable
of leading mankind into evil; but both can prompt great good.

My book is not an exhaustive history of the struggle between science and the
divine. I have compressed the story, preferring to focus on some influential
religious movements and the more interesting examples from science.

I hope also that a personal account of some of my own struggles with God,
and an impression of how I continue to attempt to resolve that conflict, as an
averagely rational scientist and a Jew will be of some interest.

The ideas contained in the book Robert Winston has written will help to
accomplish two more necessary New Age feats, namely 1) mutual respect
between all religions and 2) the spiritualization of science (without science
relapsing into the old mistake of becoming religious dogma).

Basically there is no difference between religions. They all tell the ‘story of
God’. There being but one God, they must all be talking about the same thing.
And they are! There can be no infidels (‘goyim’ or ‘qafirs’) as long as these
infidels adhere to any serious religion. And those who sincerely disbelieve
(atheists or agnostics) certainly have a right to their own belief or opinion.
They cannot offend a religious person, because whatever they may say or do,
it cannot change the Reality the religious person believes in. If he has faith.

So there is no reason for disrespect between adherents of different religions.
Nor is there any reason for religious persons to worry about whatever atheists
believe, or not believe. They have a simple right to their opinion and deserve
respect also. Their opinion cannot affect the faith of a religious person. Books
like the one recommended here will help people understand this.

As Robert Winston writes, science and religion are two different ways to look
at Nature. They are complementary, not contradictory. There is contradiction
between science and dogma. Not between science and faith. For instance.
Evolution and Intelligent Design are not contradictory. As Pope John Paul 11
has pointed out, evolution is an intelligent design. God creates by evolution!
